Exercise:  Leash trained pets are walked a minimum of three times a day and twice on weekends. We also have outdoor runs for pets to relax and enjoy the weather.





Diet:  We provide a high-quality diet and treats at no additional charge. However, we find that eating their own food tends to agree better with most boarded pets. If your pet is on a special or prescription diet, we encourage you to bring their diet.





Belongings:  Every pet is provided clean bedding, food and water bowls, but feel free to bring your own if you prefer. We welcome toys or other personal items that are washable.  However, we are not responsible for any lost or damaged items.





Medications:  We will administer your pet’s medications during their stay with us. There is no additional charge to administer heartworm and/or flea and tick preventatives.  However, pets’ requiring other medications will incur additional charges.  Please ask us if you have any questions regarding the additional charge.





Drop Off:  All boarding or day care pets may be dropped off or picked up only during our normal business hours.  Drop off or pickup services are not provided on days that we are closed.





Vaccines: Dogs need to be current on rabies and distemper / parvo and bordetella vaccinations, Cats need to be current on feline rabies and distemper. For your convenience, your pet’s vaccines can be updated during their stay with us.





External Parasites: For the welfare of all boarders, pets will be checked for fleas and/or ticks and treated as necessary at your expense.
